Welsh is a language whose spelling is entirely regular and phonetic,
so that once you know the rules, you can learn to read it and
pronounce it without too much difficulty.

Just remember that in Welsh ALL the letters are pronounced (even 
if sometimes it looks impossible).

There are 29 letters in the Welsh Alphabet comprising of 
7Vowels and 22 Consonants and 13 dipthongs
